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Python – Keyboard Input

Today we will make your programs interactive by asking the user questions and doing something with the answers.

1. 
 Start the Python Interpreter using the VPython shortcut. Double-click the happy green snake icon on your desktop called IDLE for VPython.

2. Type in the following and run it:

band = raw_input("Who is your favourite band? ")

print "Yeah, " + band + " rocks."

3. Type in the following and run it:

firstname = raw_input("What is your first name? ")

lastname = raw_input("What is your last name? ")

print "I love " + firstname + " " + lastname

4. Type in the following and run it:

line1 = raw_input("What should go in the first line? ")

line2 = raw_input("What should go in the second line? ")

line3 = raw_input("What should go in the second line? ")

print line1

print line2

print line3

5. Type in the following and run it:

answer = raw_input("What town are we in? ")

if answer == "Fort Albany":


print answer, "is right"

else:


print answer, "is wrong"

6. Type in the following and run it:

answer = float(raw_input("What is 2 + 2? "))

if answer == 4:


print answer, "is right"

else:


print answer, "is wrong"

7. Type in the following and run it:

answer = raw_input("What is a number that’s more than 4? ")

if float(answer) > 4:


print answer, "is right"

else:


print answer, "is wrong"

Create your own program

Write a program that does the following:

· Asks for one piece of information and prints it out as part of a sentence.

· Asks for two pieces of information and prints them out as part of a sentence.

· Asks for your mailing address and prints it out on three or four lines.

· Asks a simple math question.

· Save it in your network folder as KeyboardInput.py
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
