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Python – Loops

Today we will look at ways to repeat things without having to retype the code over and over again.

1. 
Start the Python Interpreter using the VPython shortcut. Double-click the happy green snake icon on your desktop called IDLE for VPython.

2. Type in the following and run it:

n = 1

while n < 10:


print n


n = n+1



print "All done."

3. Type in the following and run it:

n = 10

while n > 0:


print n


n = n-1

print "Let's get out of here!"

4. Type in the following and run it:

answer = ""

while answer != "bye": 


answer = raw_input("Type \"bye\" to stop this. ")


print answer

print "Ciao, baby."

5. Type in the following and run it:

print "Type \"bye\" to stop this."

answer = ""

while answer != "bye": 


answer = raw_input("What do you like? ")


print "Wow, I like " + answer + " too."

print "Ciao, baby."

6. Type in the following and run it:

print "Type \"0\" to stop this."

answer = ""

while answer != 0: 


answer = raw_input("Enter a number to square: ")


print float(answer) * float(answer)

print "Ciao, baby."
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
