1. Start the Python Interpreter. Click Start -> Programs -> Python 2.4 -> IDLE (Python GUI).

2. Integers. Type the following, pressing enter at the end of each line:

print 1

print 1+1

a = 5

print a

a = 7

print a

b = 3

print b

print a + b

c = a + b

print c

3. Strings. Type the following, pressing enter at the end of each line:

print "I"

print "am"

print "here."

print "I" + "am" + "here."

print "I" + " am" + " here."

d = "I"

print d

e = "am"

print e

f = "here."

print f

print d + e + f

g = d + e + f

print g

h = d + " " + e + " " + f

print h

print d, e, f

4. Strings and Integers. Type the following, pressing enter at the end of each line:

print 3 + 3

print "3" + "3"

print "Cat" + "Dog"

print "3" + 3

print "Cat" + 3

print "Cat", 3, “3”

print "Cat" * 3

5. Floating Point Numbers. Type the following, pressing enter at the end of each line:

print 3.2 + 1.0

print 1.0 / 2.0

print 1 / 2 

6. Comments. Type the following, pressing enter at the end of each line:

This adds two numbers.

# This adds two numbers.

print 3.2 + 1.0 # This adds two numbers.

# This adds two numbers. print 3.2 + 1.0
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
