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Python – Your First Program

1. Create a folder on your network folder for your programs called Python.

2. Start the Python Interpreter. Click Start -> Programs -> Python 2.5 -> IDLE (Python GUI). The Python Shell window that pops up is where you can see your program run.

3. Open a new window to type in your program. Click File -> New Window.

4. Type the following exactly into the new window:

print "Hello, World!"

5. Save your program. Click File -> Save (or hit Ctrl-S). Go to your network folder and call your file HelloWorld.py

6. Run your program. Click Run -> Run Module (or hit F5).

1. Save your program with a different name to make a copy. Click File -> Save As. Call the file Sandbox.py

2. Make your program look like this:

print "Hello, World!"

print "Hello, World!"

3. Hit Ctrl-S to save. 

4. Hit F5 to run it.

5. Now make your program look like this:

print "I"

print "am"

print "here."

6. Hit Ctrl-S. Hit F5.

7. Now make your program look like this:

print "Here"

print "I"

print "am."

8. Hit Ctrl-S. Hit F5.

9. Now change the program to include your name. 

10. Hit Ctrl-S. Hit F5.

11. Now make your program look like this:

print 1

print 1+1

print 1+1+1

print 4*3

print 4 * 3

print 6 / 2

print 0.5*2

print 0.1 + 0.1

print 1.0 / 2.0

print 1 / 2

12. Hit Ctrl-S. Hit F5. Note that 1 / 2 did not give the result you would expect.
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
